The core function of GHWY is to help us with collaborative Access and Participation Plan/Statement 

activity in our local area:  

• GHWY directly delivers some work on our behalf where this cannot be done by a single HE 

provider alone, for example the Care to Go Higher CPD programme aimed at those who 

support care-experienced young people. 

• It also convenes networks of staff to work on collaborative outputs, as well as share and 

transfer sector knowledge, learning and good practice. Examples of outputs include: 

o The Disabled Learners Transition Pack  

o Free e-learning modules for student-facing staff to better understand and support 

care-experienced students, and disabled students 

o An annual collaborative Teachers’ and Advisers’ Higher Education Conference

characteristics.
